Administrative Incomplete Submission Fee Policy 
Due to changes in the PA Code Title 25 Chapter 102 regarding incomplete applications for NPDES permits, the Bucks County Conservation District has changed their policy regarding NPDES Re-Filing Fees for Administratively Incomplete Applications.

Effective as of November 19, 2010 the BCCD policy regarding incomplete NPDES application submissions will be as follows;

· BCCD will provide an Administratively Incomplete letter to applicant providing a complete list of all missing items or discrepancies.
· Applicants will have 60 days from date of notification to compile and submit all missing items as listed by BCCD.

· Any items required to complete the application will be submitted in one (1) complete packet, including the correct number of copies of each item. The BCCD will not be responsible for making any copies for applicant. 
· Faxed or electronic submissions will not be accepted.
· Packet will be submitted with copy of BCCD original Administratively Incomplete Notice.
· A Re-Filing Fee of $250.00 will be submitted with submission of missing information required. This fee will be paid in the form of a check or money order made out to the Bucks County Conservation District (BCCD).
· If required items are still found to be missing, a second response and fee will be required, and so forth for each additional request by BCCD for required information until all information is submitted, or 60 day period has expired.
· If BCCD does not receive a response from the applicant within 60days of notification, the application will be considered withdrawn, BCCD will return the entire submission.
· Fees associated with a withdrawn submission will not be refunded.
